    Greetings from the bridge. 
 

    During a recent outing on the Commodore's flagship, we  

   were boarded  by the Harbourmaster on an educational tour of the 

Sounds.  Apart from handing out complimentary tide charts, he was checking life 

 jackets, highlighting the new rules  and skippers' responsibilities relating to them. 
 

To quote Len Gilbert who wrote the Diesel Diary Column in NZ Boating magazine: 

"Only professional seamen are required to know all the ins and outs of boating; 
the rest of us are all out there sorting it out as best we can and trying to enjoy 
ourselves. It would be so much more enjoyable if everyone took the trouble to 
know the elementary things like who gives way to whom and when, and the ba-
sic rules of the road". 
 

The message is - learn what our responsibilities are. In our bays, please respect 
and adhere to the 5 knot speed limit in the approaches to the launching ramp and 
wharves. The rules of the ocean state 5 knots within 50m of a moored vessel or 
200m of land (200m is quite a distance). Speeding vessels in a confined bay are not 
only dangerous but their wake can play havoc with other craft and people on the 
shore. The Coastguard provide a number of courses which are an excellent way for 
boaties, (especially new ones), to get to grips with the fundamentals of boat handling 
and the rules of the ocean. 
 

The bulk Application for renewal of mooring consents for  
Duncan Bay is in with the Council and we are conducting the same  
exercise for the mooring owners in Penzance and Tuna Bays  
whose consents expire in 2015.  Any club member who has 
 received notice from the Council re their consent expiring, needs  
to contact myself or our Secretary, Leanne.

Blue Cod Management Report

The Blue Cod Management Group recently met for the first time since before the 

general election.  At the meeting there was discussion regarding how the National 

Party policy announcement for a recreational only fin fishing area in the Marlbor-

ough Sounds might effect the work of the group.  The Minister for Primary In-

dustries, Nathan Guy, has assured the group that it is business as usual for the 

group and he is looking forward to seeing what management plan the group recom-

mend to him for the blue cod fishery. Changes to the regulations will be put in 

place effective October 1st 2015. 
 

The group clearly have lot of work to do reviewing the latest release of the blue 

cod relative abundance survey and through that and other information gathering 

determining what management initiatives might be put in place to protect and re-

build blue cod stocks across the Sounds.  A significant focus early in the new year 

will be engaging with the wider Marlborough 

Sounds communities and fishers.

and Coastal Permits for Resource Consents.    
 

The MDC will advise Mooring Owners of the expiry of their Resource  

Consents, Coastal Permit for their moorings approx 6 months prior to the actual 

expiry date. 

In relation to the expiry of the resource consents, Section 124 of the Resource 

Management Act requires: 

 If an application for resource consent is received prior to 6 months be-

fore the expiry date, the activity can continue as outlined in the original 

consent until a decision on the new application is made. 

 It you apply between 3-6 months before the consent expires, Council has 

the discretion to determine whether the activity can continue, whilst 

awaiting on the decision on the application.   

 It you apply for a new consent later than three months prior to the expiry 

date, the activity must cease upon the expiry of the consent.    
 

However, if you wish to legally continue this activity you must submit an  

application for a new resource consent as soon as possible. The application fee 

(base fee for an individual) of $930.00 is required at the time of applying for 

resource consent. 
 

If you are a member of the TIBC, your Commodore Roger Smith has been  

negotiating on behalf of several Duncan Bay Consent owners for  reduced  

renewal applications. This is done by the owners gathering all the required  

information, which Roger collates, then forwards as a bulk application to  

Council. Most Duncan Bay consents are due to expire in February 2015. 
 

It is our understanding there is a number of Coastal Permits due to expire in 

Penzance Bay in the near future. If you have received notification from the 

MDC, and would like to take this opportunity to benefit from the upcoming  

applications, please advise Roger on email: hebelch@xtra.co.nz  

as soon as possible.

Tennyson Inlet  Mt Stanley Possum Control Operation 
 

 On Sunday 23 November Department of Conservation, Sounds Area,  applied cereal 

baits containing sodium flouroacetate (1080) over the following area of public  

conservation land to control rats and possums for the protection of forest ecosystems. 

 Description of the area. Approximately 4500 hectares of land centred on Mt Stanley 

in the Tennyson Inlet Scenic Reserve; Nydia Bay Scenic Reserve; Chance, Penguin & 

Fairy Bay Scenic Reserve; and Sounds Foreshore Reserves in the Marlborough 

Sounds. Some private land within Penguin Bay will also be treated by agreement with 

the owner. 

 Method of Control. Cereal baits containing the pesticide were distributed by 

helicopter over the above areas. The baits are cylindrical pellets approximately 

2cm in diameter, dyed green and cinnamon lured. 1080 is poisonous to humans 

and domestic animals.

Police today announced a commitment to enforce speed limits and new al-

cohol limits throughout summer and beyond in an effort to keep our roads 

safe. However, police also made it clear that the survival of our loved ones 

depends on all New Zealanders doing their bit: drivers can choose to stay 

under the speed limit; mates can step in before someone decides to drive 

after drinking.  

 

Anything over the limit is speeding.  

Police’s message is clear: anything over the limit 

 is speeding. All speeding will be stopped. 

 

Lower alcohol limits. 

 Police and most New Zealanders welcome lower  

drink drive limits for drivers 20 years and over, which will apply from  

1 December 2014. The blood alcohol limit remains at zero for under 20s.  

Research shows that 60% of NZ drivers favour the new lowered legal blood

-alcohol limit. This level of support is unsurprising given the enormous im-

pact of impaired driving on local communities. 

 

What can drivers expect this summer? Police will be focused on  

protecting all road users from those who choose to put others at risk by ex-

ceeding the safe limits. NZ Police would prefer not to issue any speeding 

tickets because that would mean people were travelling at safe speeds and 

the risk to people’s lives would be greatly reduced. But if you’re over the 

speed limit at all, expect to be stopped.

When Dr Anderson visited the Marlborough Sounds with Captain Cook he wrote: “The 
hills are one continued forest of lofty trees, flourishing with vigor almost superior to  
anything that imagination can conceive”. Things have changed since 1777 but as we 
grind our way up and over the 900-metre-high and furiously steep Opouri Saddle we 
discover one of the few remaining pockets Anderson would recognize – Tennyson 
Inlet.

Tennyson Inlet is today one of the most unspoilt places in Marlborough. The inlet is 
10km long with numerous bays and virgin bush to the water’s edge. Much of Tennyson 
Inlet is covered in the original native bush. 
Some wonderful views have been photographed by many people of the magnificent 
area we have, always welcome to locals and visitors. Therefore, I ask myself, WHY 
would someone want to destroy such a pristine area? 
 It appears others do not appreciate the unspoilt beauty of this area. There are always 

those that find it easy to dispose of their rubbish in a manner that is very unpleasant.
