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Authorities urge more care from boaties.
A recent search in the Waikawa Bay area and the marina for the presence
of the pest Mediterranean fanworm has come up clear but authorities say
some boaties can do more to protect the top of the South region from
marine pests.
The Mediterranean fanworm (also known as Sabella) is an introduced marine species that
forms dense populations, crowding out native marine life and potentially affecting marine
farming. They are different from native fanworm which don’t crowd out other native species.
In February this year, a number of fanworm were found on the bottom of a heavily fouled
yacht moored in Waikawa Bay. The vessel was hauled out and cleaned and the Marlborough
District Council (MDC) and the Ministry for Primary Industries (MPI) joined forces on an
operation to check the area for any further signs of the worms and plan actions should any
further worms be found.
Response Manager, MDC's Jono Underwood, says the thorough check, known as a delimiting
survey, searched all moorings and vessels as well as the seafloor around the moorings in a
large area surrounding the location of the infested vessel. The team also checked a large num-
ber of vessels and moorings elsewhere in Waikawa Bay and high risk areas in the Waikawa
Marina.“We were pleased to find no further sign of the fanworm, al-
though we did find and remove six individual Styela clava (Styela) sea
squirts which are a different marine pest,” Jono says. MDC and MPI are
now discussing how this detection will be addressed. The Styela sea
~ squirt was found for the first time in Marlborough in Picton’s marina in
B A Ry ‘ June last year and a joint-agency response was established between the
MDC, MPI, marine farming industry, iwi and other concerned parties.
Jono says a long-term management plan (which involves regular checks and removal of any
Styela found) and a charter have been developed by MDC, MPI, PM, and the MFA. The results
are looking promising for the suppression of Styela population in the marina. However
continued work is needed to manage the pest and minimise the chance of spread from Picton
and now Waikawa to other parts of the Marlborough Sounds.
Kathy Walls, Senior Adviser at MPI says the main way marine pests such as the fanworm and
Styela are spread to new locations is as fouling growth on the bottom of boats. “In this most
recent check for the fanworm in Waikawa, we were dismayed to observe how heavily fouled a
large number of the vessels were. This is disappointing given the huge ongoing effort made to
educate boat owners on the importance of vessel cleaning by MPI, its predecessor MAF, and
the TOS Marine Biosecurity partnership.” “Some of the vessels observed had fouling that was
very obvious even from above the waterline. Boats in this condition are able to transport the
fouling species to new locations —significantly to areas of high environmental or commercial
value.”
Both MPI and MDC encourage the owners of moored boats to regularly haul and clean their
hulls and keep their antifouling paint in good, effective condition.“Marine pests can threaten
the very things boaties value such as clear waters, pristine beaches, and an abundance of
marine life, including kai moana. In addition a heavily fouled hull can cause long-term damage
to boat hulls, plus increase fuel and maintenance costs.”

Marine Biosecurity - Vessel Cleaning

Why clean your hull?

Maintaining a good cleaning and antifouling routine for your vessel is key to being a good
biosecurity citizen.

Marine pests love a dirty boat bottom — they can take hold in the fouling fuzz and hitch hike to
new locations.

Before you know it, they can quickly establish themselves, potentially seriously affecting ma-
rine habitats, food chains, fish stocks, recreational activities and aquaculture.

When should I clean it?

We highly recommend slipping your vessel for a good clean and the reapplication of a liberal
coating of antifouling paint before you sail from your home region to another region of New
Zealand.

A good general rule is an annual clean and reapplication of antifouling, but many boaties find a
good thorough coat of paint lasts longer than this, with their more frequent maintenance being a
waterblast. The aim is to have your vessel carrying no more than a light slime layer at any time.
If you use antifouling paint on your hull, it should ideally be replaced at the interval recom-
mended by the paint manufacturer, or if the paint has been scraped or damaged. The usual pe-
riod for reapplication for moored pleasure craft is one year.

At the very least you should check that your boat is free of bio-fouling growth such as sea-
weeds, barnacles, mussels and oysters before leaving your home region.

How do I clean it?

Once your vessel is on a hardstand or haulout, dislodge all plants and animals and dispose of
them in a bin that will go to a land-based rubbish dump.

Thoroughly waterblast or hose and brush down the areas of the vessel that are normally under
the waterline.

Areas on your boat to target

Chck orange spots for photos

Marine Biosecurity - Vessel Cleaning cont.

Pay particular attention to the following areas:

e the hull, keels and stabilisers

e intakes and outlets

e propellers and shafts

e rudders, rudder shafts and casings, rudder recesses

e anchors, anchor chains and anchor wells.

If your cleaning is not being carried out in a boat maintenance facility that has treatment and
containment systems, try to ensure there is no run-off directly back into the sea or waterways.
At a minimum make sure all solid material is collected and disposed of in a land-based tip (as
above).

What about antifouling preparations?

Using an antifouling paint correctly will stop fouling building up on your vessel's hull.

Use a paint that's suitable for the type of vessel and its use. Factors to be considered are the
usual speed of travel, the amount of time your boat is kept at mooring or berth and the material
composition of your hull. Antifouling works best with two (or more) liberal coats applied to a
clean, sanded and primed hull. Let the antifouling dry completely between coats and ideally
leave your vessel out of the water for 24 hours after the application of the final coat.

Where can | clean it?

There are haulout facilities and hardstands at most of New Zealand’s marinas. Marina operators
will be able to advise you of local cleaning facilities.

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Marlborough Sounds Blue Cod Management Report
from
Beryl Archer

April 2014

The Marlborough Sounds Blue Cod Management Group met Tuesday 15th April to review and
discuss the preliminary results of the 2013 Marlborough Sounds Blue Cod Relative Abundance
Survey.

A change in the survey methods, boat and skipper means that using the latest survey results
to compare against previous surveys will be very challenging; a fact acknowledged by the Min-
istry for Primary Industries. Perhaps most significant is the inability to use the potting survey
results to understand what is happening in the pre-recruitment (cod less than 30cm) side of
the fishery as the pots typically do not catch or hold undersized fish. Hence on initial viewing
whilst some classes of blue cod the results give cause for concern, this inability to directly
compare with those earlier surveys means no firm conclusions can be made and many more
questions have been raised.

Further work is required by the survey providers to address these areas of concern with the
methods, including aging of fish, and the group have also asked for a summary of key statistics
including sex ratios and numbers across different size ranges.

All this means that the final survey results will be delayed until August meaning that,
practically, the results cannot be used to identify and implement changes to regulations this
year. This is both frustrating and disappointing, particularly given the efforts the group went
through to have the survey bought forward a year to better understand what impact the
regulations were having on the fishery and recommend refinements to the regulations.

In the meantime the group continues to advocate for changes to the management rules which
it believes can and should be implemented independently and regardless of the final survey
results. This is on the back of earlier, successful, efforts by the group to bring this survey
forward (it had been scheduled to be undertaken in spring 2014) and to have finer scale
reporting introduced for commercial fishers of blue cod.

The changes the group would like to see introduced are three measures which the group
believe will have a positive impact on the state of the fishery and will make future analysis of
survey results more meaningful. Those management changes and brief rationale are:

1. Removal of the transition rule. The transition rule as implemented by the Ministry is
used as a compliance tool and not to help protect the Blue Cod abundance in the inner
Marlborough Sounds as initially intended by the Blue Cod Management Group. Consequently
this has effectively encouraged (or forced) fishers to target Blue Cod during the open season
within the inner Sounds; the area where the stock abundance has been under the most
pressure. The added irony to this is that during the closed season the transition rules does not

apply.
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Marlborough Sounds Blue Cod Management Report Cont.

The group believes that removing the rule will assist in removing some pressure from
the inner sounds throughout the fishing year which must have a positive effect upon the inner
sounds fishery whilst the outer sounds fisheries are able to absorb this extra effort without
undue adverse effects. Removal of the transition rule should not greatly effect compliance as
it would be the same as during the current closed season.

Fish would still need to be landed in a whole or gutted and gilled state and accumulation rules
would continue to apply.

2. The seasonal closure should include closing the fishery to all sectors. The seasonal
closure was introduced to protect the fish during the spawning period; the more fish in the
water through this period results in a greater spawning bio-mass and helps secure a healthy
stock for the future. To achieve this objective it is only logical that all sectors should be
excluded from targeting and taking blue cod during spawning; currently only recreational
fishers are restricted. The group believes that for this measure to work the fishery should also
be closed to the commercial and customary sectors during spawning.

3. Constraining commercial blue cod harvest to 2008-2009 catch levels. The 2008
Relative Abundance Blue Cod Survey produced results that resulted in the closing of the fish-
ery to recreational anglers, commercial fishing was not affected. In April 2011 the recreational
fishery was reopened with new regulations designed to protect spawning bio-mass, protect
juveniles and pre-recruitment fish and to reduce the recreational fishing harvest.

At the same time in the 2011-2012 fishing year commercial catches of blue cod had
increased by forty three percent since that survey. Two issues arise from the commercial
harvesting of blue cod. Firstly, which the group has already addressed, the reporting areas
for commercial fishers do not align with the Marlborough Sounds blue cod areas for
recreational fishing. Therefore we are unable to account for the impact of the commercial
take within the survey results. Further, and more concerning, is that the commercial harvest
has been increasing. This means it is very difficult to align the impact of the regulations put
in place to manage recreational harvest and any potential rebuild of the fishery has been
largely or partly consumed by the commercial harvest. These impacts and the increasing
commercial harvest are not only bad for the fishery itself and make management of the
fishery very difficult but also mean any gains to the fishery caused by the reduction in
recreational catch are being taken advantage of by the commercial sector. Patently unfair.
When the recreational restrictions were put in place in 2011 the then Minister assured
recreational anglers that if the commercial take of blue cod increased (and hence
undermined the positive effects on the fishery of the restrictions) he ‘would deal with it’.
We expect the government, which has remained unchanged, to honour that commitment.

The group hopes this common sense approach and the inherent logic of its’ recommendations
means that they will be given serious consideration and implemented as soon as possible to
reduce adverse impacts on the fishery.

Noel Parker’s Navy Career.
This is “Noel’s story of his Navy Career”
Noel was born in Nelson 0n23.05.1936.
His mother was from Nelson and his father was brought up in the Southland town of Mataura.
Noels schooling was all in Nelson, Nelson Central for the junior school and Nelson Boys for
secondary. .
Noels life has been centered on the water for some time.
When I asked Noel why he joined the Navy, he answered; “I don’t know really, that’s hard to
answer. | guess it was the lifestyle and I was looking for adventure”.
I joined the Navy in Nelson, had a medical, then went to Devonport Naval Base, had another
medical, and then on the 25 September 1952 as a recruit, | was transferred to Tamaki Training
Base on Motuihe Island. Motuihe Island is approx 1 hour from Auckland harbour in the Hauraki
Gulf. “I loved living on Motuihe Island, it is a very beautiful place” says Noel. It was here I
commenced my basic training. This included mostly rifleman ship, fitness, discipline and
marching. Also at Tamaki there was Adult training with approx 100 cadets, Compulsory
Military Training cadet’s approx 100 and the Boys Division of approx 100.
In July 1953 | returned to Philomel Naval Base at Devonport.
(HMNZS PHILOMEL was the name of an old light cruiser assigned to the New Zealand
Division of the Royal Navy in 1921 as a training base. After the ship was decommissioned in
1947 the ship’s name transferred to the land base.) After completing my branch training I was
posted onto the Pukaki to begin my sea going career.
At the age of 16 | was commissioned to go to Korea on Pukaki with approx 50 personal. Daily
duties included working the ship, painting, cleaning, seaman ship, rope work, knots and
splicing. For every meal we had 2 choices, eat or go without. On the Pukaki most of our time
was spent on patrol. We would sail to Japan every 14 days or so where we refuelled and restored
then returned to patrol. Most of our time was spent on patrol to keep sea lanes open, with a lot
of time spent around Paengyong Do Island. We were not permitted to cross the 38% N parallel
line. This was 1952, 2 years after North Korea’s invasion of South Korea.
In November 1953 I returned to Philomel, Devon Port Naval Base and Tamaki as
Ships Company. ( A ship's company comprises all officers, non-commissioned officers and
enlisted personnel aboard a naval vessel. The size of the ship's company (the complement) is
the number of people on board, excluding civilians and guests.)
In September 55 | was posted onto HMS Bellona and we sailed to England to return her to the
Royal Navy arriving in January 1956. While on Bellona | commenced a specialist gunnery
course.
I was then drafted to “Royalist” This was the most up to date floating gun platform in the
world. It was built in 1943/45 and was quite an old boat but it was the pride of the N. Z. Navy.
On the return journey to New Zealand on the Royalist, we were caught in the Suez Canal
incident. The New Zealand Government called us home. We travelled home via South Africa,
constantly moving. Only ¥ the ships companies were off duty for short leg periods. Most stops
were for fuel and store. On arrival home we then went on a New Zealand Ports visit.
In April 1957 until July1958 | again returned to Philomel as ships company watch keeper on the
Liberty boat. This involved being on call for either 24 hours on 24 hours off watch or 48 hours
on, 48 hours off watch. While a watch keeper | answered many callouts and emergencies.
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Noel Parkers navy Career cont.

July 1958 — March 1959 I was posted onto the HMNZS “Paea” This is a 76 foot motor launch
used for Fishery Patrol inside the 3 mile limit. This was exciting times. We spent several months
based from Stewart Island where part of the duties were whale tagging. A stainless steel dart
approx 1 foot long would be loaded into a shotgun, when the whale breached the shot would be
fired. Sometime difficulties arose, to far off and they would bounce off, too close and these
would injure the whale. Whales are the most beautiful mammals in the water making a sound
like a train when close. We would tag 4-5 whales per day.

Then it was back to Philomel. This time my task was typing as a Gunnery Officer Writer. My
duties here involved typing requirements for the Lieutenant Officers.

I was then drafted to fly to England to sale home the brand new “Taranaki” While waiting for
accommodation I was posted onto “HMS Victory” This is Nelsons Flag ship and was my
accommodation for a month. While in England I meet and married Clare. Clare was in the
Women'’s division of the British Navy.

It was then onto “HMS Dainty” A Royal British Navy Destroyer.

This was not very pleasant- a very different style of living.

In March 1961 | went to the Isle of White and lived in a hotel for 12 months during which time
I worked in the Office where the “Taranaki” was being built. The Taranaki was nick named
“Tiddly T” after the drunken team that sailed her. Taranaki was commissioned in March 1961.
We had a very rough trip from England to Canada. For four days the average size wave was
80 feet, and then it was to Bermuda, down the Panama Canal, then north to Long Beach Califor-
nia, across to Hawaii down to Pago Pago, then home to New Plymouth, where the ship was
named after the Province of Taranaki.

I was then drafted back to Tamaki as Ships Company for 3 months watch keeping as Quarter
Master. | returned to Philomel in April, completing my engagement in May 1962.
| really did enjoy my time in the Navy, while conditions on board ships were pretty rough with
cramped and confined conditions.

Some of my favourite places are Japan, Singapore and Hong Kong. Japan was still recovering
from the war. | have revisited Singapore some 20 years later, to be amazed at the huge progress
made there. One of the most daunting times was being hit by an American landing craft in Japan
in the Inland Sea.

I think now of the fun time we shared while in Victory barracks. In a large dormitory that would
sleep 300, a couple of mates and myself, shifted beds and bunks and made our own room. We
lived there for a month or more, came and went as we felt, until an Officer and Master of Arms
came and found us there.
